Faculty Library Committee Meeting 

October 22, 2007 
 

Members Present:  Larry Baker, Jim Christiansen, Martha Coleman, Wilma Cunningham, Stacey DuVaul, 
Carolyn Filippelli, Roy Hill, Stephen Husarik, Janet Sanders, Nancy Stockall, Christy Vines. 
 
Introductions were made for new and returning members of the committee. 
 
The minutes of the September 24, 2007 meeting were approved.  Martha Coleman volunteered to be 
secretary. 
 
Nancy Hawking contacted Christy and Wilma about the reorganization plan for the university beginning 
in 2008 and how that might impact the makeup of the Library Committee.  A draft proposal for 
reorganization of the Faculty Library Committee was presented.  Text of action requested:   
 

The committee requests an amendment to the bylaws to state that one representative from 
each academic unit will be elected in the spring semester to serve two year terms on the 
committee.  In addition, the library director, two reference librarians and two students chosen 
by the student senate should also serve on the committee. 
 

Christy Vines stated that the student senate was going to meet today and hopefully 2 students would be 
elected and would attend the November meeting. 
 
Several members asked what “academic unit” means.  There was a discussion about the current 
meeting structure for large colleges with several disciplines represented.   The College of Business meets 
as a whole twice a month, the College of Education and the College of Applied Science and Technology 
both  meet monthly.  The College of Health Sciences meet by department (i.e. nursing, dental hygiene, 
imaging) and areas of the College of Arts and Sciences meet individually. 
 
The question was asked whether  the chair of the Library Committee is the representative to the Faculty 
Senate. 
 
Nancy Stockall made a motion to approve the proposal and forward it to the Faculty Senate.  Larry Baker 
seconded the motion and it was approved. 
 
Wilma distributed folders with portions of book and audiovisual catalogs grouped by subject area and 
asked that recommendations for purchase be noted with a priority rank of 1, 2 or 3 and the requestor’s 
add their name rather than initials for clarity. 
 
Martha distributed a flyer announcing campus-wide online access to the Chronicle of Higher Education.  
Carolyn presented an overview of the library web pages of interest to faculty.  Christy asked about the 
Ingenta service and both she and Larry asked to have a profile created.   Larry also asked about access to 
IEEE publications and whether they are part of Ingenta. 
 
The next meeting will be Monday, November 26 at 3:30 p.m. in Room 202 of the library.
